EARLY REGISTRATION:

REGISTRATION ( Review procedures on the opposite side): 
· Registration will begin April 15 th. 
· NO REGISTRATION FEES OR DEPOSITS WILL BE ACCEPTED PRIOR TO April 1 st.  
· Registration is taken on a "first come, first served" basis.  
· All fees must be paid in full by the May 16th deadline.  
· Persons with special needs or consideration should contact the Summer Youth Program Director (Julie 

Shelton). 
 

After registering, you will receive our Parent Guide, which includes information on parking, policies, and day-to-day 
procedures.  Enrollment is limited in all sessions.  Please discuss the different activities with your children prior to 
registration. The Summer Youth Program does not guarantee any changes after registration.  Transferring sessions is 
subject to the Programs refund and transfer policies.  We reserve the right to revoke the program registration of any child 
who consistently disrupts normal program activities. While this is a rare occurrence, it is important to note that consistent 
disruptions diminish the experience of the other participants. No refund will be made if a child is dismissed from the 
program. 
 
FEES 

· $50  Non-refundable deposit required for each weekly session. 
· $15 Early Care Program – per weekly session (7:45 am – 8:15 am)  
· $100 Children of MMC employees and alumni – per week   
· $125 Children of non-MMC members – per week    
· $50 Late Care Program – per weekly session (4:15 pm – 6:00 pm)  

 
TRANSFERS AND SCHEDULE CHANGES  
Due to administrative costs, a $10 fee is charged for transferring between sessions.  Transfers must be done in person at the Student 
Activity Office in Martin Hall, at least three working days prior to the start of the session. The transfer fee must be paid at the time the 
request is made.  Transfers are based on space availability and are made at the discretion of the MMC Staff.  Children may give their 
spots only to siblings or stepsiblings. Programs are not transferable to anyone outside the immediate family.  Children missing days 
for reasons other than medical will not be allowed to make up missed days. Split sessions are not available. 
 
 

REFUND PROCEDURES 
The Deposit is non-refundable.  The refund policy is applied uniformly. All refund requests 
must be submitted in writing and received by the Program Director on or before 9:00am May 
16th.
